We have been landscaping the grounds around the
building with plants native to Maryland to preserve the
native genotypes and to act as a demonstration garden.
Our building is used by 7 different congregations as
well as by a neighborhood groups and private functions.
We also are near a lake which receives runoff from the

property.

We believe that by showing people that native species
are attractive and available, they will be encouraged to
OBIC grow them in their own yards. Native species use I2ss
Landscaping water, fertilizer and other chemicals to survive, and do
net need to be transported from great distances, saving
fuel, chemicals and water.

The congregation has helped with planting and
maintaining the gardens and both the congregation
sponsored daycare and our religious education classes
have used them for study. The RE classes have planted
bulbs, native strawberries and othgh perennials, studied
the different seeds, and followed/figlife cycles of
Monarch Butterflies.

UUCC along with Elkhorn Laadis'g Community
Association, Howard Property Mignagement and
other community associatipns #eve partnered to form
CLEER (Committee fom! aki{ Elkhorn

Environmental Restoration).

CLEER'’s aim igho sesdure the Columbia Association
to develop anfimplefnent a watershed management
plan for Lake Elkitayfi to minimize the lake’s
degradation and the frequency of dredging. The plan
should become a permanent part of CA’s activities and
should include, but not necessarily be limited to, the
removal of invasive plants around the lake and their
replacement with native trees, shrubs and ground cover,
and the dissemination and promotion of habitat
management information to homeowners.

UUCC has volunteered to maintain a portion of the
Patuxent Branch Trail. UUCC is responsible for a one
mile section of the trail and conducts regular litter
cleanups. We also monitor the condition of the trail and

year, we hold major work days on the trail; one on
National Family Volunteer Day (November) and one in
April.
